Will be the same De Lucchi, architect and designer of international renown, also sign the project for the exhibition at the Palazzo della Ragione, who will talk about the most innovative experiences of regeneration and sustainable urban renewal in several cities all over the world. Coherently with the document of 26 May 2010 of the Economic and Social Committee (CE.SE.) "The need to apply an integrated approach to urban rehabilitation”, three the themes around which will develop the exhibition: the challenges of the contemporary and new styles of living, working, living and multi-ethnicity; sustainability through the use of environmentally friendly technologies, integration and continuity with the existing urban fabric, history and identity of local places.
